RULES:  1. SCOUTS must make the cakes (with help from an adult) 
                  2. Only EDIBLE items may be used to decorate or hold parts 
             together.  NO toothpicks, plastic, paper, etc.. (This will be a 
             challenge...HINT: pretzel sticks can come in handy) 
                  3. Use non-returnable platters - they will go with the cake. 
                  4. NO professional cakes or assistance may be used.
